fingerprints. Their passports will be delivered directly by 
the company. Customers who have left fingerprints at the 
Chinese consulate and have unexpired passports with 
Chinese visa pages can be directly delivered by our company.
3. The company is responsible for assisting clients in filling 
out the visa application form, making an appointment for 
sending the visa, and sending and collecting the visa to the 
Chinese Visa Center in Sydney at the appointed time.
4. If there is an urgent customer, the visa can be delivered 
on the same day, no appointment is required (expedited fee 
will be charged).
