


Day 1 Fly to Beijing

Fly to Beijing, China’s historic capital city. Arrive in Beijing this 
evening and transfer to your hotel.

Please note that your flight may depart on day 0. In that case, 
you must check in at the airport the day prior to your depar-
ture date.

Day 2 Forbidden City & Tiananmen Square   

This morning, begin at Tiananmen Square, the largest public 
plaza in the world. Erected in 1417 at the height of the Ming 
Dynasty, the square was renovated and renamed two centu-
ries later at the onset of the Great Qing Dynasty. View several 
impressive monuments outlining the Square's perimeter, in-
cluding the Great Hall of the People, the Mausoleum of Mao 
Zedong and the square's famed ceremonial gateway. From 
here, venture north for a visit to the sprawling magnificence 
Forbidden City (Imperial Palace). Known today as the Palace 
Museum, the entire site is comprised of 800 buildings with 
more than 9,000 rooms.

The rest of the day is yours to soak up the local cultural or 
take an opportunity to watch an optional large-scale dra-
matic musical ‘The Golden Mask Dynasty’ show (350 RMB, 
not included & paid on tour) 

Day 3 Great Wall of China

Following breakfast embark on a full-day excursion to the 
Great Wall of China, the longest man-made structure on 
Earth, spanning nearly 4,000 miles of China's northern fron-
tier. Stop at a local jade shop before arriving at the Great Wall. 
Walk along the promenades and admire the unrivalled sce-
nic views of beautiful mountain passes, plateaus, and grass-
lands from this 7th century defensive fortification. Afterward, 
savour lunch at a local restaurant.

This afternoon, take an opportunity to join an optional tour 
of Beijing’s 700 year old Hutongs (narrow lanes) area by old 
fashioned pedicab (300 RMB, not included & paid on tour) 
including a special visit to a local family living in a courtyard 
style home to experience the local customs, including a deli-
cious home-cooked dinner.

Day 4 Beijing – Shanghai 

After breakfast, make a stop at ‘Tongrentang’ to learn more 
about traditional Chinese medicine (TCM). Upon arrival, 
transfer to Beijing Airport for a domestic flight to Shanghai 
followed by a coach transfer to Hangzhou. Please note that 
domestic flights are subject to availability and a high speed 
train will be provided to Suzhou. Please also know that the 
order of Hangzhou and Suzhou may be swapped due to op-
erational considerations and scheduling of attractions and 
activities may be adjusted (day 4 to 7).

Day 5 Hangzhou – Suzhou 

This morning, drive uphill to Meijiawu Tea Village, a refresh-
ing wonderland surrounded by mountains and visit a local 
tea house to learn systematically about Chinese tea cultur-
al. Then make a symbolic visit to the picturesque West Lake, 
which is the iconic site of Hangzhou and a pretty UNESCO 
World Heritage Site. Just as the famous traveller Marco Polo 
did and wrote, “A Voyage offers more refreshment and plea-
sure than any other experience on earth”, you will take a boat 
ride to enjoy the tranquil lake views as well as the ancient pa-
godas, traditional arched bridges, tree-lined walkways and 
beautiful hills. 

Afterwards, drive to Suzhou (approx. 2 hour coach ride) and 
check into your hotel. 

Day 6 Suzhou – Wuxi

Often called the “Venice of the East”, Suzhou has a long 
history dating back to 514BC. Start with an interesting vis-
it to Lingering Garde, one of the Four Greatest Gardens in 
China and the perfect representative of traditional Suzhou 
gardens. Stepping into the garden, which has synthesized 
all the classic features of Chinese gardens, you will find the 
architectures, rockeries, corridors, pavilions, ponds and trees 
that are all standing in the best place. Then, visit Suzhou Silk 
Factory for a great entertaining and educational experience. 
Take an optional tour to cruise along the Grand Canal (220 
RMB, not include & paid on tour).

Next, drive to Wuxi (approx. 1 hour coach ride) and enjoy free 
time at leisure in Nanchan Street, an ancient street which has 
been elegantly renovated.

Day 7 Wuxi – Shanghai 

This morning visit Li Lake Park, the habitat of egrets and 
many rare species of birds. View the picturesque Taihu Lake, 
the second biggest fresh water lake in China. Then visit a 
Pearl Outlet to learn more about traditional Chinese pearl.

Then drive to Shanghai (approx.. 2 hour coach ride), China's 
great metropolis, where east and west collide on streets 
lined with futuristic skyscrapers and 10th-century temples. 
and admire the magnificent colonial architecture with a 
stroll along the Bund. 

Tonight, an optional superb and thrilling Chinese Acrobatic 
Show “ERA: The Intersection of Time” is available for purchase 
(390 RMB, not include & paid on tour).

Day 8 Shanghai 

 Enjoy a half day tour of Shanghai including a stop in the old 
town and a visit to Shanghai Museum, home to more than 
120,000 objects and artworks. Enjoy an afternoon to explore 
Shanghai on your own, or join an optional tour of Yu Garden 
and Huangpu River Night Cruise (390 RMB, not included & 
paid on tour).

Day 1 Australia – Chengdu, China

Today you'll depart Australia for Chengdu, China, on an over-
night flight.

Day 2 Arrive in Chengdu 
(Breakfast)

Arrive in Chengdu, well known for being the hometown of giant 
and the cutest animal – Pandas. Visit Kuanzhai Alley, also known 
as “Wide and Narrow Alley” or “Kuanzhaixiangzi Alley”, consists 
of three historic paralleled alleys from Qing dynasty. Ancient 
style buildings, local Chengdu life, delicious Sichuan snacks, ex-
quisite Sichuan handicrafts, etc. make it one of the most attrac-
tive places in Chengdu. 

Day 3 Pandas 
(Breakfast)

After breakfast visit the famous Chengdu Research Base of Giant 
Panda Breeding and gain an understanding of the origin and 
habits of this extraordinary animal, before being exposed to the 
daily life and life cycle of Pandas at different ages.
